2010 Census Results Out Soon 
New Voting Districts - Federal, State & County 

    During February and March, the Census Bureau will 

release local-level 2010 Census population counts. The 

data will first be delivered to the state's leadership, 

such as the governor and majority and minority leaders 

in the state legislative body. After state officials con-

firm receipt, the Census Bureau will release the data to 

its FTP download site and then for general public con-

sumption on the American FactFinder  http://

factfinder2.census.gov/main.html online data search 

tool.  

    For each state, the Census Bureau will provide sum-

maries of population totals, as well as data on race, 

Hispanic origin and voting age. The data will be pre-

sented for multiple geographies within the state, such 

as census blocks, tracts, voting districts, townships, 

cities, counties and school districts. All states will re-

ceive their data by April 1, 2011.
